Upon receiving the application, I contacted the Police Department, seeking reports of noise complaints
or citations issued for noise violations. Nine complaints were received regarding loud music. The

complaints were in the date range of September 25, 2011— August 24, 2012. A warning was issued on

May, 11, 2012 and on August 24, 2012 a citation in the amount of$ 100.00 was issued, and that fine has
been paid. Copies of the computer reports are attached for your review.

The property meets the requirements of zoning per Chapter 13, Nuisances,

The warning was written in May of 2012, and a citation was issued in August per the
requirements of Art. II. Noise, Section 13- 33 Penalties.  (See below.)

Sec. 13-33. Penalties.

a)       Each violation of this article shall commence on the date of the first violation and

continue for a period of ninety (90) days and shall carry the following civil penalties:

1)      First violation, a verbal warning.

2)      Second violation, a citation in the amount of one hundred dollars ($ 100.00).

3)      Third violation, a citation in the amount of two hundred fifty dollars ($ 250.00).



4)      Fourth violation, an order at the discretion of the on- duty officer or police chief
to shut down the business until the next business day at 9: 00 a. m. If the business
is not ordered to shut down, a citation shall be issued in the amount of two

hundred fifty dollars ($ 250.00).

5)      Thereafter, each repeat violation will be cause at the discretion of the on- duty
officer or police chief to shut the business down, or if no order to shut down the

officer or police chief shall issue a citation in the amount of two hundred fifty
dollars ($250.00) until an emergency code enforcement meeting is called to
address the violation. The special magistrate or code enforcement board may

impose additional fines.

In the event that a person contests the citation issued him or her, or if he or she is

convicted of the above charge, the court will set the fine in an amount not exceeding the

statutory limits plus any costs the court may impose. The city may also seek payment of
outstanding expenses as restitution.

22 nance No. 2011- 12, on August 25, 2011, which Ordinance clarified certain definitions

23 and exemptions from sign permitting; clarified provisions regarding signs on public
24 property;

25 WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to encourage a pedestrian friendly
26 environment in the City' s downtown area; and

27 WHEREAS,  the City Commission finds that pedestrian- oriented wayfinding
28 signs provide a mechanism to encourage pedestrian traffic over vehicular traffic in the
29 City' s downtown area; and

30 WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that providing City-owned pedestrian-
31 oriented wayfinding signs serves an important function in fostering pedestrian traffic and
32 assisting pedestrians in locating their desired destinations; and

33 WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to create procedures by which venues
34 located in the City' s downtown area can apply for pedestrian oriented wayfinding signs;
35 and

36 WHEREAS, the City Commission does not intend by this Ordinance to recede
37 from its prohibitions on off-site advertising; and

38 WHEREAS,  the City Commission does not intend the pedestrian-oriented
39 wayfinding signs provided for in this Ordinance to be used as off-site advertising, rather
40 the signage is for the purpose of encouraging and assisting pedestrian traffic in locating
41 intended destinations; and

42 WHEREAS, the City Commission recognizes that the City-owned pedestrian
43 oriented wayfinding signage provided for herein allows only for a limited number of

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1 wayfinding signs and the City Commission desires to implement unbiased and fair
2 procedures for prioritizing pedestrian- oriented wayfinding signage availability; and

3 WHEREAS, the City confirms its policy of disallowing signage in public rights
4 of way and on public property, because public property has not historically been used in
5 the City for free expression and communication by the public; and

6 WHEREAS, the Planning and Architectural Review Board, acting as the Local
7 Planning Agency, found and determined that this Ordinance is consistent with the City' s
8 Comprehensive Plan, and the City Commission finds and determines that the following
9 amendments are consistent with all applicable policies of the City' s Comprehensive Plan.

10 NOTE:  Underlined words constitute additions to the City of the City of Flagler
11 Beach Land Development Regulations, strip constitutes deletions from the origi-
12 nal Code of Ordinances, and any asterisks (***) indicate an omission from the exist-

15 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION

16 OF THE CITY OF FLAGLER BEACH, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

18 SECTION ONE.  The findings set forth in the recitals above are hereby adopted as leg-
19 islative findings of the City Commission pertaining to this Ordinance.

20 SECTION TWO.  Article VII, "Signs," of the City of Flagler Beach Land Development
21 Regulations is hereby amended as set forth below:

22 ARTICLE VII. SIGNS

24 7.01. 00. Definitions.

25     ***

26 Pedestrian wayfinding sign:  A directional sign that is provided by and controlled by the
27 City on City property or rights-of-way and used to direct the public to a place of business
28 or venue.  Pedestrian wayfinding signs are only allowed within the City' s Community
29 Redevelopment Area Downtown Mixed-Use and A 1 A Retail Corridor Overlay Districts
30 under certain conditions and restrictions.

32 7.02.00. Sign Permits, Fees, Applications and Appeals.

34 7.04.00. Exemptions from City Sign Permitting; Posting of Street Address Numbers.

35     ***

36 AA. Pedestrian wayfinding signs.

37     ***

38 7.06.10. Signs on or over public property.

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1 A.  Except as otherwise provided herein, Nno person except the governmental entity
2 owning the property shall erect a sign on or over any public right-of-way or public
3 property.

4 B.  Temporary signs in City public parks shall be allowed only for events to be held at
5 the public park which are open to the public upon application for a permit, pursuant to

6 this Article. Applicants shall not be required to provide a bond or public liability
7 insurance unless a temporary sign is associated with a special event required to be
8 permitted under the City' s Code of Ordinances. Standards for such signs in City parks
9 are governed by Section 7. 07.03.

10 C. Pedestrian wayfinding sign blades owned and controlled by the City may be provided
11 by the City and shall be located only on pedestrian wayfinding sign posts as provided
12 by the City in the City' s sole discretion within public rights-of-way.   Pedestrian

13 wayfinding sign are subject to the following quantity and specifications:

14 1.  Pedestrian wayfinding sign blades shall be limited to one ( 1) directional sign
15 blade per side per business or venue where a valid local business tax receipt has

16 been obtained or is not required;

17 2.  The City shall charge a fee established by resolution of the City Commission
18 to have each sign blade made after receipt and approval of an application from an

19 eligible business;

20 3.  After approval of an application from an eligible business, the City shall install
21 and maintain each sign blade;

22 4.  The City shall charge an annual maintenance fee established by resolution of
23 the City Commission for each sign blade, which maintenance fee shall be due on
24 October 1, of each year; failure to pay the annual maintenance fee within thirty
25 days of the date due shall result in removal of the applicable sign blade( s).

26 5. The total number of pedestrian wayfinding sign blade locations shall be limited
27 to six (6) sign blades per side;

28 6.  Sign blade locations on pedestrian wayfinding sign posts shall be allocated on
29 a first-come, first-served basis;

30 7.  No application for a pedestrian wayfinding sign blades shall be approved for a
31 business or venue located within 150 feet, measured along the right-of-way, from
32 the pedestrian wayfinding sign post requested;

33 8.  Pedestrian wayfinding sign blades shall not exceed eight ( 8) inches tall by 20
34 inches wide with lettering not to exceed seven ( 7) inches tall by 14. 5 inches wide;

35 9. Pedestrian wayfinding sign blades shall include a four ( 4) inch wide " AlA

36 Blue" directional panel at the right end of the sign blade with a white three ( 3)

37 inch by three ( 3) inch arrow and white distance to the destination in blocks;

38 10.  Pedestrian wayfinding sign blades shall be limited to a dark background with
39 white lettering in" Arial Black" font;

40 11. The City will remove any pedestrian wayfinding sign blade for any business
41 or venue that relocates, ceases operation, and/or closes;

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1 12. Relocated businesses or venues that desire a new pedestrian wayfinding sign
2 blade must complete a new application for approval; and

3 13.  The City may install pedestrian wayfinding sign blade( s) for one ( 1) or more
4 institutions on pedestrian wayfinding sign posts.

5     ***

6 SECTION THREE. Codification.  It is the intent of the City Commission of the City of
7 Flagler Beach that the provisions of this Ordinance shall be codified. The codifier is

8 granted broad and liberal authority in codifying the provisions of this Ordinance.

9 SECTION FOUR. Conflicts. In any case where a provision of this Ordinance is found
10 to be in conflict with provisions of any other ordinance of this City, the conflicting
11 provisions of the previous ordinance shall be repealed and superseded by this Ordinance.

12 SECTION FIVE.   Effective date.  This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon
13 adoption as provided by the Charter of the City ofFlagler Beach.
